CHENNAI: Around five lakh trucks, including around 55,000 tipper lorries,
were off the road in Tamil Nadu as truckers went on an indefinite strike in
support of the demands of the South India Motor Transport Association
(SIMTA).

SIMTA office-bearers said around 4.5 lakh trucks did not operate on
Thursday leading to losses of more than a thousand crore. As the trucks
went off roads, transportation of goods worth Rs 5, 000 crore was

affected.

Withdrawal of decision to hike insurance premium aniong demands

Movement of goods and services across the State is likely to be affected from next week as the Lorry Owners Welfare
Association is planning to launch an indefinite strike from March 30, seeking withdrawal of the decision to hike the insurance
premium by 50%; ban on vehicles that are older than 15 years; and the law on installation of speed governors, among others.

K.K. Hamza, president of the association, told reporters here on Wednesday that there were over 1 Jakh heavy vehicles in the
State, most of which transport essential commodities. The owners of these vehicles would be hit hard by the hike in insurance
premium and the step would only benefita group of private insurance companies. “The decision to ban vehicles older than 15
years is unscientific. Six-wheelers can ply on roads for more years than normal passenger vehicles. There is no logicin
scrapping them altogether after 15 years” K, Balachandran, general secretary of the association, said.

He claimed that making installation of speed governors mandatory would put an additional burden on those operating small
goods service vehicles. Another unscientific step was to charge toll on vehicles for an indefinite period. Mr. Balachandran also
demanded that the government enact a law to help transport construction materials smoothly. “We will wait till March 25. 1f

the government does not agree to our demands, we will hold a convention in Kochi on March 27 and decide the future course

of action,” Mr. Hamza said.

New Delhi: Protesting against the sharp increase in third-party insurance premium, goods
vehicles owners across states have started an indefinite strike from foday.

The move could have an impact in West Bengal, Odisha, Assam, Tripura, Bihar, part of
Maharashtra, Kerala, Karnataka and is likely to disrupt the supplies of commodities and it
could lead to a spike in prices of essential goods.

In West Bengal, 20 district level associations with three lakh trucks joined the indefinite
strike. In Maharashtra, 10,000 trucks are off the roads.

in parts of Punjab and Haryana, limited movement of trucks were reported as majority of
the trucks did not ply.

"We have no alternative but to go ahead with the strike. As many as 35 lakh trucks will be
off the road in the southern states," the All India Confederation of Goods Vehicles Owners'
Association (ACOGOA) President Channa Reddy told IANS.

The South India Motor Transport Association had already gone for the indefinite strike from

Thursday and now the All India Federation joined the protest. Two other groups will join
the league from April 20.

Representatives will meet the officials of the Insurance Reguiatory and Development
Authority on Monday.

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Veggie prices to m.5< high as lorry strike continues

Chennai: The price of vegetables at the Koyambedu wholesale market will continue to remain high as the strike called by truck
owners of south India is set to enter the fifth day on Monday. Price of beans, peas, drumsticks and green chillies have gone up
nearly 50%. LPG tanker owners joined the strike on Sunday, while Metrowater and petroleum tankers are likely to join.

On a regular morning, the Koyambedu wholesale market receives 400 truckloads of vegetables and fruits. Since Thursday,

however, only 180-200 trucks arrived at the market due to the strike.

Truck drivers arriving at the Koyambedu market are usually paid a daily wage of Rs 2,000, but traders said they are paying
them Rs 3,000-4,000 due to shortage of vehicles. Advisor to the Koyambedu wholesale market, V R Soundarargjan said,
"Government officials must heed the demands of the truck owners. Transport is an essential service and those operating trucks

must be given their due.”

Nearly 5 lakh trucks in Tamil Nadu have been off the road after the South Indian Motor Transport Association (SIMTA) called a
strike. The strike across Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, Kerala, Karnataka and Puducherry has caused a daily loss of
Rs 5,000 crore including Rs 1,500 in Tamil Nadu. Construction activity in the state has been hit as more than 50,000 sand

lorries are part of the strike.

SIMTA office-bearers are scheduled to meet officials of the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority (IRDA) and the
Tamil Nadu transport ministry on Monday to discuss the listed demands. Truck owners have demanded a cut in the third party
motor insurance premium and the roll back of the hike in diesel price and a reduction in processing fee collected by RTO.
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
